bacteria, Mycobacterium Leprae. This bacterium 
destroys the nerves and skin. At present in the world, 
there are 3 million patients disabled by leprosy. Each 
year there are 100,000 people diagnosed with 
leprosy and thousands more who are not diagnosed, 
because they are too poor to see a doctor and 
cannot afford to buy the medicine. Dr. Andrew 
Simone, from Canadian Food for Children, was at the 
leprosy hospital in Africa, and asked the patients to
make a wish list, which is as follows: rice, vegetable 
oil, honey, jam & marmalade, sugar, canned meat, 
canned fish, iodized salt, laundry soap, hand soap, 
toothpaste & toothbrushes, kitchen utensils, bed
sheets & pillowcases. During this month of
September, we will be collecting these items to give 
to Dr. Simone to take to Africa in November where 
he will go to the leprosy colony to bring these gifts.
