The law of fasting prescribes that only 
one meal is taken in a day; but it does not forbid taking some 
nourishment in the morning and evening. The obligation to 
fast binds those between 18 and 59 years of age. The law of 
abstinence pertains to everyone over 14. Individual cases, for 
just reason (e.g., the sick), may receive dispensation from the 
obligation. Eucharistic Fasting: No eating 1 hour prior to 
receiving communion.
